S'I'ATISTLCAL SUB AREA 48.3 FOR THE 1990/9 1 SEASON 

This Conservation Measure is adopted in  accordance with Conservation 
Measure 7/V: 

1. The total catcl1 or Dissostichus eleginoides in  S tatistical Subarea 48.3 
caught in the 1990/9 1 season shall be li~nited to 2 500 tonnes. 

2. For the purposes of the fishery for Dissosficlirls eleginoides ill  Statistical 
Subarea 48.3, the 1990/91 fishing season is defined as the period from 
2 November 1990 to the end of ttle Commission meeting in 199 1. 

3. For the purpose of i~nplementing this Conservation Measure: 

(i) the catcll reporting system set out in Conservation Measure 25/IX 
shall apply io the 1990/91 season, comlnencing on 2 November 
1990. 

(ii) the data reporting system set out in Conservation Measure 26/1X 
sliall apply in the 1990/91 season, commencirlg on 2 November 
1990.

LN THE 1990/9 l SEASON 

This Conservation ~ c a s u r e  is adoptcd in accortlarlcc wit11 Conservation 
Measure 7/V: 

1. For the purposes of this Catch and Effort Reporting Systeni the calendar 
month shall be ciivided into six reporting periods, viz: day 1 to clay 5 ,  day 6 to day 
10, day 11 to day 15, day 16 to day 20, day 21 to day 25 and day 26 to the last 
day of the month. These reporting periods are hereinarter referral to as periods A, 
B, C, D, E and F. 

2. At the end of each reporting period, each Conkacting Party shall obtain 
from each of its vcsscls its iota1 catch and total days and hours lishctl for that 
pcriotl a~lt l  sll;ill, by cablc or tclcx, trilnslrlit tl~c aggregated catcl1 ant1 days and 
hours fished for its vessels so as to reach the Executive Secretary not later than 
h e  end of the next reporting jxriocl. 



3. Such reports shall specify the month and reporting pcriocl (A, B, C, D, E 
or F) to which each report refers. 

4. Immediately after the deadline has passed for receipt of the reports for 
each period, the Executive Secretary shall notify all Contracti~lg Parties of the 
top1 catch taken during the reporting period, the total aggregate catch for the 
season to that date, together with an estimate of the date upon which the total 
allowable catch is likely to be reached for that season. ~ a c h  estimate shall be 
based on a projection forwant of the average daily catch rate (calculated as the total 
catch by all contracting parties divided by the number of (lays in the period) for 
the most recent period based on the repons received for the perioil in question, to 
the point at which the total allowable catch will have been taken. 

5. When the Executive Secretary has received reports which show that 80% 
of the total allowable catch has been taken, the Executive ~ k r e t a r y  shall make a 
final estimate of the date ilpon which the total allowable catch will be reached. 
The fishery shall close at the end of the last t h y  of the reporting period within 
which that date falls.

1. At the end of each month, each Contracting Party shall obtain from each 
of its vcsscls ttlc haul-by-haul data rcqi~ircct to com~~lc[c the CCAMLR fine-scale 
catch ant1 effort data form for longlinc Sisherics (Form C:!, Ver. l). It s1l;lil 
transmit these data to the Executive Secretcvy not later than tY ie entl of the month 
following. 

2. Each month the length composition of a minimum of 500 fish will be 
rneaslired and the information passed to tflc Exccutivc Secretary riot later than the 
end of the month following.
